JOHNSON COUNTY SCHOOLS’

COURSE SHARING AGREEMENT

This Johnson County Schools’ Course Sharing Agreement (“Agreement”) is made this the 21st day of June, 2010, by and between the following Johnson County school districts (collectively the “Member Districts”):

Pursuant to Texas Government Code, §§791.001 et seq., and, according to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Member Districts understand and agree as follows: 

PURPOSE

This Agreement is made by and between Member Districts who agree on common educational objectives, content, and student competencies.  The purpose of this Agreement is to approve the mechanism by which core subject and elective credit is awarded to Member District students (“Student” or “Students”) who successfully meet the established criteria in other Member District core subject and elective courses.  The objective of this Agreement is to allow a Member District (the “Home District”) to send a Student to another Member District (the “Providing District”) in order to afford the Student an opportunity to participate in core subjects and/or elective courses through the Providing District which are not offered by the Home District.

AGREEMENT

I.  STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES
1.01
The Student shall be a high school student from the Home District who agrees to take a core subject and/or elective course (“Course”) at the Providing district.

1.02
The Student shall enroll at the Home District, and, with approval from the Home District counselor, may be enrolled in a Course at the Providing District, subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.   

1.03
The Student shall have an official high school transcript on file with the Home District registrar’s office.

1.04
The Student shall successfully complete the Course and maintain attendance that adheres to legal requirements in order to receive high school credit for the Course.

1.05
The Student shall follow the Providing District’s Student Code of Conduct and high school handbook as they will be explained at the beginning of the school year, or upon enrollment at the Providing District.  Failure to follow the Providing District’s Student Code of Conduct and/or high school handbook may be grounds for the Student to be removed from the Providing District’s campus.  If the Student is removed from the Providing District’s campus prior to completion of the Course, the Student will not receive credit for the Course unless credit can be received from the Home District.

1.06
The Student must provide his/her own transportation to and from the Providing District,  unless the Home District agrees in advance and in writing to provide transportation for the Student to the Providing District.  

1.07
The Student will adhere to the Providing District’s dress code at all times the Student attends the Providing District.

II. PROVIDING DISTRICT RESPONSIBILITIES

2.01
The Providing District will be responsible for designing a high school curriculum to provide the Student with a balanced, grade-level general education that meets the graduation requirements of the State Board of Education. 

2.02
The Providing District shall furnish the Home District with the following information on its Students, teachers, and courses:

1. 
Attendance, discipline referrals, and grades will be recorded by the teacher of record, and sent to the Home District for the Student’s transcript;

2. 
Names and email addresses of the Providing District’s Course teachers for communication purposes; and,

3. 
Course name and PEIMS identification number.
2.03
Faculty and administrators of the Providing District will communicate and work with the faculty and administrators of the Home District to insure the Student’s success.

2.04
The Providing District will ensure that the Providing District’s teachers are given all applicable accommodations and modifications as determined by the Home District’s ARD and or 504 Committees, as applicable, for a special education Student.

2.05
The Providing District will send its dress code to the Home District’s Student’s counselor.

III. HOME DISTRICT RESPONSIBILITIES
3.01
The Home District shall pay to the Providing District for the Student’s enrollment in a Course (“Course Payment”) according to the current weighted-funding formula to determine the amount to be paid to the Providing District for each Student as follows: 

1-hour course: (Non-CTE) .167 FTE X ABA X 1.
1-hour course: (CTE) .167 FTE X ABA X 1.35
3-hour course: (CTE) .5 FTE X ABA X 1.35.

3.03
Payment for the fall semester will be due on or before October 1 of each school year and payment for the spring semester will be due on or before February 1 of each school year.  Failure to remit the Course Payment in a timely manner shall be grounds for denial by the Providing District for Student admission.
Each Member District understands and agrees that the Course Payment shall be paid from current revenues available to the Member District.
3.04
Each Member District understands and agrees that once instruction begins in a Course, the Student’s Home District shall be responsible for a Course Payment for that Student regardless if the Student withdraws from, is removed from, or otherwise fails to complete the Course.  Each Member District further understands and agrees that no refund shall be paid from a Providing District to a Home District in the event a Student withdraws from, is removed from, or otherwise fails to complete a Course once instruction begins.
3.05
The Home District shall notify the Providing District in writing of potential Student enrollment at the end of each semester for the following semesters enrollment so that the Providing District can better prepare for the additional Students.  

3.06
The Providing District shall notify the Home District providing potential Student enrollment as to whether the Providing District will be able to accommodate the potential Home District Students requesting to take a Course from the Providing District.

3.07
In the event the Student engages in conduct which would subject the Student to placement in an in-school suspension and or a DAEP, the Student shall serve such placement at the Home District.

The Home District will provide follow-up with any discipline issues that may arise at the Providing District’s campus.  

3.08
In the event a Home District Student is a special education Student, the Home District shall convene an ARD and/or 504 Committee meeting, as applicable, to assure that all federal and State special education rules and regulations are complied with before the Student shall be allowed to take a Course at a Providing District.  All special education and/or 504 decisions regarding the Student shall remain the sole responsibility of the Student’s Home District.

3.09
The Home District will send all applicable accommodations and modifications as determined by the Home District’s ARD and or 504 Committees, as applicable, to the Providing District’s special education department.

3.10
The Home District will ensure that all Students are given a copy of the Providing District’s dress code.
IV. PROGRAM REVISION, REVIEW AND TERMINATION

4.01
The Home District and the Providing District counselors, faculty, and administrators will work to improve the Agreement at the end of each school year, making necessary changes to improve Student success.

4.02
The Home District and the Providing District agree to make every effort possible to insure that Students will be provided reasonable opportunity to successfully complete the Course(s).

4.03
All Member Districts understand and agree that a Home District’s Student could be withdrawn from a Providing District’s course no later than five (5) days prior to the first day of instruction due to need of the Providing District to serve its students first.  

4.04
Home District policy will determine grade point value for the Course.

4.05
This Agreement shall commence upon the date of execution of this Agreement and shall continue until the end of each school year.  This Agreement will be automatically renewed annually unless notice of termination is given other Member Districts under the terms of this Agreement.
4.06 
This Agreement may be terminated in whole or in part by any Member District giving (30) days notice in writing to all the other Member Districts.  Such notice shall be sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the address of the respective Member Districts.  However, such termination shall not take effect with regard to Students already enrolled until such time as those Students have completed their respective Courses.

This Agreement has been authorized by the Member Districts’ Boards of Trustee as evidenced by the signatures of the respective Member Districts’ Board Presidents.

This Agreement is signed by the respective Presidents of the Member District’s Boards of Trustees after approval of their respective Boards of Trustees on the dates indicated below.
